After relying on a tank mounted map
holder, copying maps, Post-it notes, and often
getting lost with my wife on one of our weekend
rides, | finally decided to spend some money on
a glove-friendly GPS.

My investigations led me to the Nuvi 550
which has a list price of $100 cheaper than the
Zumo 220 and $50 less than the Garmin Dakota. ﬂ‘
| found a nice package deal that included the
GPS and RAM mounts for around $250.

The Nuvi 550 had the four things that |
wanted in a GPS: 1] ease of navigation, 2] a
battery that would last more than a couple of
hours, 3] glove friendly and 4] waterproof.

Navigation

One drawback of the 550 is that you can
only program waypoints into the unit and then
allow it to pick your route. Sometimes this works just fine,

neighborhoods or into a labyrinth of city streets before
arriving at the next waypoint. A way to get around this is
to set waypoints before and after each intersection where
you want to turn, and also set them in the middle of the
road you want to travel to if it looks like an alternative
route may be chosen by the GPS.

After a few rides of preprogramming the 550 with
waypoints using the Tyre computer program (below), and
knowing what to look for when programming, the
unexpected routes can usually be avoided. Although one
time in Raleigh, the GPS wanted to take me zigzagging
around downtown instead of just going one block over
and one block up. Luckily | knew where | was going.
